They will be responsible for working closely with identified members of BGC South East programs, adapting 
programs and environments to support educational, personal, social and emotional development of young people 
between the ages of 4-12. 

Inclusion workers work closely with program staff, parents/guardians and other key community agencies to ensure 
children and youth feel a sense of belonging, empowerment and independence while in our programs.  

Key Responsibilities:  

 
●​ Instill and teach a variety of skills to support positive relationships and friendships with peers. 
●​ Use a variety of equipment, resources and behavioural techniques to modify program environments, routines 

and expectations to fit the child(ren)s abilities and needs. 
●​ Encourage members to participate in activities one-on-one in a larger group by engaging them and taking an 

active participatory role.  
●​ Increasing independence and confidence by creating and implementing “fading” strategies for to allow 

individuals to be successful in programming with lessened levels of support 
●​ Working closely with parents/ guardians, staff and other community agencies regarding needs, progress, goals
